Like
anything, you have to master the method before you can
realise the gifts you have,” Sally says, believing it is a gift, as
well as a service and not one to be taken too lightly. “I work
with humility to be inspirational. I respect that what I do,
even though it’s for fun, can be a turning point for someone.
For me, and for them, that can be an exciting and liberating
exchange.”
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
